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Introduction
he importance of the media in Brazil is indisputable - and not only because of the size of the country. The

country features a professional network of radios and television; there are various specialized publications and

internet is slowly penetrating the country. But there are problems.

Because of payola many artists, especially on the independent circuit, find it almost impossible to have their music

broadcast to the public. But there are some exceptions, such as Rádio Cultura de Belém, in partnership with TV

Cultura, which has proven that intelligent programming featuring local independent musicians is to the liking of the

public and advertisers. Rádio Cultura - which is a payola-free zone - also sustains itself through the promotion and

organization of local shows and festivals.

Patrícia Palumbo, one of the country´s respected DJs, here offers us her vision of the country´s musical heritage - in the

format of vinyl records housed (and at times abandoned) in the storage rooms of radio stations and libraries nationwide,

sometimes sold-off to private collectors or left to the ravages of time.

We shall continue with information on the national press along with the more specialized publications, and then we will

present the major TV-networks in Brazil.

The listing of radio stations - both national and regional - features a breakdown of the music programming, and we

made a selection of online publications dedicated to the arts and music.

The Music Media in Brazil

Newspapers and Magazines

Instead of music specialized magazine and weekly publications (these are almost non-existent) there are sections

dedicated to the theme, published in the main newspapers. The national daily newspapers (O Globo, Jornal do Brasil, O

Estado de São Paulo, Folha de São Paulo) employ some of the best music critics and writers in the business.

Different from France or England for example, where the specialized magazines dictate the trends, in Brazil

newspapers and magazines of general interest go to point of dedicating whole sections to popular music. Quite often,

regional newspapers purchase the cultural sections and columns for local reprint.

Internet

If Brazil dropped from the sixth to the twelfth in the ranking of the global market, part of the blame is certainly because

of the succes of MP3 ; the rest of the blame is due to the monster of the piracy.

The late nineties saw the internet explode in Brazil with many specialized sites dedicated to the international and

national music scene. However, as in the other countries, the bubble burst, sites closed down and a great number of

professionals lost their jobs.

What remains on the internet today concerning music can be roughly distributed into two blocks : one, related to the big



acces providers or to the media groups (like the music sites hosted by the giants UOL, TERRA, IG) and another blok,

which includes primarily independent and alternative sites , although fully sponsored by companies, brands or record

labels.

Brazil has today 15 million internet users. The number is significant, but it is still very little when compared to the

population of the countryïalmost 175 million inhabitants. In the USA, for example more than half of the population

has access to the net. So Brazil still has a long way to go.



National Hegemony in the Mass Media

If the country is in the midst of a brutal conflict between social classes, the popular media connect the Brazilians more

and more, specifically radio and TV.

As always, popular taste rules. The artists are listed in programs according to their sales figures or potential. And, in the

case of Brazil, with rare exceptions, this list brings international names.

The diffusion of quality music through the Brazilian television is restricted to the public channels, such as Rede cultura,

and to the subscription TV (or cable TV). MTV in Brazil shows up as an open TV Channel in the big capitals and cable

TV in more distant places.

The radio in Brazil

An old acquaintance of the world press, the « jabaculê », or merely « jabá » (jerked beef) is the Brazilian version of

« payola », invented by the Djs of the sixties, to identify the money paid in exchange of the insistent playing of certain

songs.

Used in a veiled form in other means of communication, jabá expanded in such a way in the Brazilian market that it became

officially recognized. Nowadays, to be on the play-list of a radio, the customer ïrecord company ïhas to pay for it, and

dearly.



This practice, which moves millions of Reais every month gained ground and, to avoid a huge tax evasion, was

certified ; So, if someone wants to have a song played by one of the commercial radio stations in Brazil, he has to pay a

certain amount and brings home a formal bill of sale in order to prove the « purchase ».

But among the commercial stations, there are also options of quality for the listener. Eldorado FM in São Paulo,

owned by « O Estado de São Paulo » newspaper, is one of the examples of keeping intelligent life on the dial. Its

broadcasting invests in jazz, MPB, electronic music and world music of the highest quality.

In the rock segment, there is the college radio station Brasil 2000, owned by a university. And among the stations

dedicated to electronic music, 97 FM invests in boldness and information, handing over the professional Djs a good

part of its programming.

There is also a strong tradition of community (or pirate) radio stations, created in order to render services and entertainment for

the population of the poorer or farthest suburbs. It was on these radios that the rap movement, one of the strongest popular

manifestations of the big Brazilian cities, found support for the first time.

Until 1999, the community radio stations operated illegally. Only recently has the governement allowed the distribution

of concessions to some of these stations.

Currently, there are almost 250 community radio stations legally working in the State of São Paulo. In Brazil, there are

over 6.000 legalization processes in procedural steps in the Ministry of Culture. This is good news for the population.





by his atypical attitudes and ideas which are refreshing the previous model of administrating public radio.

Of course the purists may be horrified. Along with systematically promoting shows, Arpub has also established a

means of selling CDs through the radio and TV.

With 74 employees, Belemôs R§dio Cultura has been gradually winning respect and kudos within the government.

Within one year, because of the changes, the radio has jumped to the 6th place for audience. This ranking has

stimulated advertising and animated the local government who has increased the radioôs budget for 2004 from R$ 4

million (about US$ 1,35 million) to R$ 15 million. The station can be heard in 120 of the 143 State municipals.

Ney MessiasËs work on the radio station creates what could be called a ñcareer planò for local musicians. ñWeôve 

created a system for presenting local successes at Cultura FM,ò says Messias. The station has always played local 

music but never in an organized or constructive fashion.

ñOur biggest partners are the artists and musicians themselves; they know how much we respect them,ò says Messias.

ñAt the same time that we work together on shows, jingles and live programmes, weËre helping them promote their 

names and workò, he details. ñYou could say itôs a true exchange of know-how.ò

As a result, local artists who have been ostracized for so long are now beginning to establish their careers ïno longer

being dependant on recognition in the ñmarvelous southò which contains the main concentration of wealth and the 

major media companies.

Defender of the idea of a network of public radio, with national scope, Messias says: ñI canôt understand why public 

radio, which has an extremely competent audience, hasnôt become stronger.ò

The contact and dialogue that Rádio Cultura has with musical production on other states has generated surprising results.

An example of this is the success of Ceumar, a singer from Minas Gerais, who witnessed positive results after her music

began to be broadcast on Cultura. ñWe brought her here for a show where she was amazed by the sold-out show and the

public singing in unison,ò relates Messias.

International music Is also considered at the station. Previously relegated to fixed slots or specific programmes, today itôs part 

of the daily airplay. ñBut we play Billie Holiday, Janis Joplin, Stan Getz...ò says Messias.



The search for new talents is constant and lead to the creation of the successful 1st Culture Festival in 2003. 268 musicians

applied and 45 were selected. The voting process involved audience participation ñas it was broadcast daily on the radio 

andthe audience selected the 15 finalists.ò

To underline the importance of TV Cultura in the final outcome, Messias states that ñmost of the projects are joint efforts 

with simultaneous transmissionò. The president confirms: ñThere no longer exists a separate radio and TV, just the

Funtelpa broadcasters.

and swing that are both envied and imitated by musicians worldwide. But here in Brazil they continue being part of the

great unknown. They are top-class artists known only to an elite of collectors, fans and musicians.

Almost 15 years after that important experience at Rádio Cultura I was employed to coordinate the programming at

another radio station with a record library just as important. A project was created to make this available to the public.

With a software made available by Unesco the idea was to have the library available for students and the curious alike,

with an infinity of possibilities. What recordings can tell the story of Pixinguinha and that of choro in Brazil? Who are the

sax players who preceded Pixinguinha? Who were the maestros in the 1960s? Which singers recorded the works of

Herivelto Martins? A project was created to build a space that would properly look after the collection. Six years have

passed and this project still hasnôt advanced. Internal politics, economic problems and whatever else are holding back this

important effort.

There are some record companies recuperating and re-releasing their back catalogues. The old recordings from

Continental are returning to the stores because of the work of Charles Gavin. Aloysio de Oliveira´s famous Elenco

label is being re-released by Dubas. Itaú Cultural has released the Funarte collection. A partnership between Cultura

and Sesc São Paulo saw the release on CD of interviews with Fernando Faro. Revivendo has done superhuman work

over the years with its releases of everything from old radio programmes to records by Orlando Silva, Francisco Alves

and Aracy de Almeida. Taken as a whole, these initiatives are praiseworthy services to Brazilian culture. But there still

remains much to be done. There still isnôt a general awareness of the importance of this history. With rare exceptions 

this enormous variety of music doesnôt even get played on radio. These CDs are also not always within financial reach 

of the majority of the population.

Record libraries are just as important as book libraries. Brazilian society needs to become aware of its own history and

culture. We already import so muchï why canôt we import the appreciation people abroad have for our music? Elizeth

Cardoso would be treated like Ella Fitzgerald if we were able to give her the same treatment as culture is given by, say,

the North Americans. Noel Rosa would be our Cole Porter. We would have our samba standards performed throughout

each generation. The ignorance and general lack of awareness is lamentable. It forces us to listen to the same clichéd

formulas of success and consume imported goods of dreadful quality. The large and small collections need to be

preserved. They are part of our patrimony. More than this, they are the cultural patrimony of all mankind from a

country, admired the world over for its richness and diversity. Except, ironically, in its own homeland.
