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The tutorial will mainly focus on the digital divide between countries. Is it possible to make eHealth applications that are both accessible and beneficial to poor people in the third world?

Some obstacles to using eHealth amongst poor people in the third world are typically:

-Access to technology.

-Knowledge on how to operate of the equipment. 

-The ability to utilize the accessed knowledge and put it into practice.

The tutorial elaborates on the above obstacles through examples, thereafter gives some examples of initiatives, and finally tries to give some premises for making eHealth publicly accessible.

The tutorial is based on both the author’s work experience with international telemedicine in particular from Afghanistan and on Internet based information.
